Financial Position
John Price gave a verbal report and produced current balance sheets showing position of both Business Saver Account and Community Account Statements – these approved and accepted by Committee.

Christmas Illuminations Event – 26th November, 2010
John Price showed estimated costs of installing extra illuminations and dressing Barnard Park Redwood tree, which were produced by Aurora, the City council’s contracted electrical contractor.

The estimate showed a cost of £5,500. Councillors Hepple and Glover felt this was totally unreasonable and excessive, as shown in itemised estimate. Discussion referred to how options could be arranged to avoid this expenditure (which was unavailable to Hetton Town Council). However it was AGREED to recommend to full council:-
