b. Easington Lane Senior Citizens Club – it was noted that the application was required for 25th Birthday Celebration Event. Members stressed that the award be the only one made this financial year to the organisation, as in the past Christmas Celebrations had also been requested – recommendation £200 grant.

c. Houghton-le-Spring Centre for the Blind – Members discussed all matters relating to the application, but felt that because the organisation was not situated in the Hetton District area assistance could not be offered.

d. Hetton Lyons F.C. (Under 11) – Agreed to support fees for hire of pitch at school facility uo tp £150 (Hetton Town Council to pay invoice).
